ABOUT THE COLLEGE
Meston College of Education was founded by the early Missionary Pioneers, in Education offers B.Ed.,
M.Ed. and Ph.D. degree programmes. The College is autonomous, co-education, affiliated to the Tamil Nadu
Teachers Education University, recognized by NCTE & UGC, aided by the Government of Tamil Nadu and
governed by the Meston Education and Development Association.

PROGRAMMES OFFERED:

The B.Ed. degree programme combines practical training in teaching with knowledge in theoretical and
practical methods of teaching. Biological Science, English, History, Mathematics and Physical Science are the
pedagogical subjects offered at the B.Ed. level. The duration of the programme is two years. Opportunities for
observation and practical teaching are provided in the practicing schools.

The M.Ed. degree programme is designed to acquaint the students with theoretical and practical and to
train in advanced educational research. The duration of the programme is two years. The students who have
completed their B.Ed. Degree programme are eligible to pursue their M.Ed. Degree programme.

The Ph.D. degree (Education) (Full time & Part-time) programme offers opportunity to students to pursue
research and make an in-depth study of problems in the educational area.

ELIGIBILITY: FOR THE B.Ed. DEGREE PROGRAMME

The candidate should have passed the undergraduate degree examination in the 10+2+3 stream (or) 11+1+3
pattern of study with the same main subject in Part III, for which he/she is seeking admission to B.Ed., Programme.
A pass in the Part III of the UG Degree with 50% for OC candidates, 45% for BC/BC(M), 43% for BC/DNC,40% for
SC/SCA/ST. In the case of physically and visually challenged candidates, a minimum pass in the degree is enough.

i Candidate who have taken more than one main subject in Part III (Double/Triple Major) of the
undergraduate degree has to choose only one of the main subject and apply for that pedagogy subject only.
ii. Candidate with the following marks in Part III (Major and Allied subjects) in the bachelor’s degree are
eligible for admission to the programme.
iii. However, the basis of selection shall be in accordance with the regulations of the University/Government of

Tamil Nadu guidelines for admission to B.Ed., programme in force from time to time.

ELIGIBILITY- FOR THE M.Ed. DEGREE PROGRAMME

i. A candidate shall be admitted to the M.Ed. degree programme, only if he/she submits along with
his/her application for admission, satisfactory evidence of having qualified himself/herself for a
degree in Education (B.Ed. / B.Sc. B.Ed./ B.A. B.Ed.) from any University accepted by this College as
equivalent thereto, in the form of a certificate of equivalence/recognition/eligibility issued by the
Tamil Nadu Teachers Education University.

ii. No candidate shall be eligible for acquiring the degree of M.Ed. unless he/she has put in not less
than 85% of attendance, completed the prescribed course of study, satisfied the examiners in a thesis
on an approved subject and passed the qualifying examination.

iili. Reservation of seats and other concessions for the various communities and other special categories

will be in accordance with the statutory provisions of the Government of Tamil Nadu in force from
time to time.

ADMISSION

The candidates who are selected provisionally through Single Window Counselling will be intimated
through phone or e-mail given in the application by the candidates. The candidates will be directed to report for
admission by giving a time gap of 7 days from the date of despatch of the intimation. In case of any subsequent
change in address or postal delay, the institution will not be responsible on that account.

The candidates who are selected through Single Window Counselling, will have to report to the College on
the specified date during the College hours with all the required ORIGINAL CERTIFICATES and be prepared to pay
the college fees as directed.

The candidates who choose to take admission through the Management category, will be admitted once
the admission committee approves his /her Eligibility and confirms the admission by verifying their certificates.
The candidates will be given two days of time to pay the fees and join the course.

No Original Certificate should be sent along with the application form.

The decision of the admission committee is final. Those who discontinue the B.Ed. degree programme
after admission will not be readmitted.

two year fee.
